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The Assistant Treasurer will normally assist for 3 years before moving up to the District Treasurer at that point.
But if you are available to assist for any amount of time, you would be most welcome.  

Are you a numbers person?                                     
Are you happy keeping accounts?
Can you handle spreadsheets?
Are you fine with emails and BACS payments?
How about joining the DEC as Assistant Treasurer?

As Assistant District Treasurer, you would be supporting the Treasurer whenever necessary. For example:
· you could act as a “sounding board”
· you might help draft the budget
· if the Treasurer is on holiday, you could deal with emails 
· you might make BACS payments if urgent. 

When you move over to the Treasurer role, a big part of the role is communicating with others:
· with Association as needed; 
and
· with Club Treasurers from the 10 Clubs in DEC 129, keeping in touch, responding to queries and giving advice and support whenever necessary.

A fuller description of the role of District Treasurer is available on request. 

DEC members come along, whenever they can, to 4 short Committee Meetings at Lanhydrock Hotel and 3 District Meetings a year as well as the District Assembly. Travel expenses are paid for the 4 Committee Meetings.

The Assistant Treasurer role is to start on 1st July 2026.
